WHEREAS, By providing billions of dollars' worth of
caregiving services each year, caregivers dramatically reduce
the demands on the nation's healthcare system and make an
extraordinary contribution to the quality of life of their

loved ones; and

WHEREAS, These everyday heroes, living quietly among us in
families and communities across the country, are the major

source of long-term care in America; therefore, be it

we declare November 2020 as "Family Caregivers Month" in the
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State of Illinois to bring attention to those that sacrifice to

care for their family members who are in need.
