master's thesis was instrumental in establishing the law

enforcement program at Illinois State University; he married

Judy Fordham in Peoria on January 9, 1965; and

WHEREAS, Bob Johnson worked as a police officer in Peoria

for ten years before moving to the Quad-City area; he was the

director of the Law Enforcement Program at Black Hawk College

in Moline; he was one of three police officers who received the

Medal of Valor for service to the Black Hawk College community;

WHEREAS, Bob Johnson enjoyed woodworking, fishing,

golfing, gardening, and spending time with his children and

grandchildren; he also enjoyed mentoring students and the
