she then attended DePaul University in order to earn her

master's degree in psychology; and

WHEREAS, Jeannette Zeck worked at a shelter for homeless
women during her time at DePaul, finding a sense of purpose and
pride in helping them; she counseled and cooked for the women
at the shelter and typically ended or started her shifts at
midnight; she then started working in the mail room of the
Chicago Laborers Pension and Welfare fund, beginning a 26 year
career, and eventually became the director of the pension

department, overseeing a staff of 16; and
