entire Silvis Police Department in January of 1967; he retired
in 1987; after retiring, he worked for Standard Forwarding as a

driver and later as a delivery driver for local companies; and
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WHEREAS, Otto Rumburg was an avid fisherman and took yearly
trips to Canada to fish with friends; he was a fan of Harleys,
NASCAR, and the Chicago Cubs; he enjoyed shooting trap, golfing
with his best friends, and playing euchre with his son Tim; he
loved his dogs Duffy and Izzy and loved spending time with his

family above all; and

WHEREAS, Otto Rumburg was preceded in death by his parents

and his son, Timothy Rumburg; and

WHEREAS, Otto Rumburg is survived by his wife; his sons,
Dan (Rita) Rumburg, Steve (Michelle) Rumburg, and James
Robinson; his daughters, Barb (Dan) Morgan, Roberta (Kevin)
Saathoff, and Heather Keag; his grandchildren, Elizabeth
Morgan, Shelly Morgan, Ryne Schroeder, Chase Schroeder,
