WHEREAS, Sherry Meadows has dedicated her time to several

local organizations, including currently serving as a member
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of the Jefferson County Crimestoppers Board and the Cedarhurst
Center for the Arts and as chairman of the Mt. Vernon Prayer
Breakfast Committee; she has previously served as county
chairwoman for the Alzheimer's Association, county chairman of
the American Cancer Society for 15 years, and chairman for

Relay for Life; and

WHEREAS, Sherry Meadows has received a number of accolades
for her service as township assessor and her volunteerism,
including the Woman of the Year award from the Business
Professional Women in 2000, the Marshall Theroux Memorial
Award from the Illinois Property Institute in 2005, and the
Volunteer of the Year award from the Alzheimer's Association

for Illinois in 2008; and

WHEREAS, Sherry Meadows served as township assessor of Mt.
Vernon for 31 years until concluding her tenure on December

31, 2021; therefore, be it
