member of the Unity Point Foundation, and director of the

United Way and Boy Scouts; and

WHEREAS, Glenn Medhus was a member of the University of
Iowa Presidents Club and a 50-year member of the Tri City Deere
Investment Club; he was on the Advisory Board for Western
Illinois University and served on the Festival of Trees

Steering Committee; and

WHEREAS, Glenn Medhus loved people; he valued friendships,
education, and life-long learning; he enjoyed traveling and
was an avid fan of the Iowa Hawkeyes, proudly following the
football team to 15 bowl games during the 50 years he held
season tickets; he loved his family and enthusiastically
cheered for his grandchildren in their academic and athletic

pursuits; he enjoyed golfing at Short Hill Country Club; and

parents; his first wife, Mary; his infant son, James; his
stepfather, Frank Kramer; his infant brother; his
sister-in-law, Frances Flidr; his brother-in-law, John
