Gubser Funeral Home; he became owner in 2000 and renamed it

County Coroner and continued to hold that political office

until his death; this made him the longest running coroner in

Jersey County history; throughout his political career, he was

proud to be a consistent "Top Vote Getter" in Jersey County;
