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(h) A charter school may negotiate and contract with a
school district, the governing body of a State college or
university or public community college, or any other public or
for-profit or nonprofit private entity for: (i) the use of a
school building and grounds or any other real property or
facilities that the charter school desires to use or convert
for use as a charter school site, (ii) the operation and
maintenance thereof, and (iii) the provision of any service,
activity, or undertaking that the charter school is reqguired
to perform in order to carry out the terms of its charter.
Except as provided in subsection (i) of this Section, a school
district may charge a charter school reasonable rent for the
use of the district's buildings, grounds, and facilities. Any
services for which a charter school contracts with a school
district shall be provided by the district at cost. Any
services for which a charter school contracts with a local
school board or with the governing body of a State college or
university or public community college shall be provided by
the public entity at cost.

(i) In no event shall a charter school that is established
by converting an existing school or attendance center to
charter school status be required to pay rent for space that is
deemed available, as negotiated and provided in the charter
agreement, 1in school district facilities. However, all other
costs for the operation and maintenance of school district

facilities that are used by the charter school shall be
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subject to negotiation between the charter school and the
local school board and shall be set forth in the charter.

(j) A charter school may limit student enrollment by age
or grade level.

(k) If the charter school 1s authorized by the State
Board, then the charter school is its own local education
agency.

Sec. 34-18.87. Mental health services notification.

(a) Beginning with the 2025-2026 school year, the school

district shall:

(1) notify the parents or guardians of each student

enrolled in the school district about any mental health

services available in the school in which the student is

enrolled, 1in the school district, or in the community

where the school is located; and

(2) notify each student enrolled in the school

district who is 12 vyears of age or older of the following
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information 1in an age and developmentally appropriate

manner:

(A) mental health services available in the school

in which the student is enrolled, in the school

district, or in the community where the school 1is

located; and

(B) the student's right to request to receive

counseling services or psychotherapy on an outpatient

basis under Section 3-550 of the Mental Health and

Developmental Disabilities Code.

(b) The school district shall provide the notifications

required under subsection (a) at the time of enrollment for

students enrolling in the school district for the first time,

prior to November 1 of each school year, and after January 1

but prior to March 1 of each school year. The school district

shall consider the languages most commonly spoken in the

communities where the school district's schools are located

when sending notifications to parents or guardians. The school

district may refer parents or guardians to the Care Portal

established and maintained by the Department of Human Services

under Section 11.4 of the Mental Health and Developmental

Disabilities Administrative Act.
