Fire Department, where he rose to the rank of deputy chief of

Operations prior to his retirement on November 1, 2022; and

WHEREAS, Mark Einwich remained an active member of the

Burlington Community Fire Protection District since starting

there in 1992, rising to the rank of deputy chief; and

WHEREAS, Mark Einwich's commitment to public service was

extensive, and he previously served on the Pingree Grove and

Countryside Fire Protection District from 1986 to 1993 and
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additionally as a telecommunicator for the Kane County

Sheriff's Office from 1988 to 1993; and

WHEREAS, Mark Einwich announced basketball and football

games at Burlington Central High School for over 30 years,

becoming known the "Voice of the Rockets"; through his booming

voice and kind demeanor, he touched the lives of generations

of students and spectators of Burlington Central High School

Athletics; and

Central High School Athletic Hall of Fame in 2011; and
