Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Election Code is anmended by changi ng
Sections 4-6, 4-6.2, 4-6.3, 4-8, 4-8.03, 4-10, 4-16, 5-5,
5-7, 5-7.03, 5-16.2, 5-16.3, 6-29, 6-35, 6-35.03, 6-43, 6-50,
6-50. 2, and 6-50.3 as foll ows:

(10 ILCS 5/4-6) (fromCh. 46, par. 4-6)

Sec. 4-6. For the purpose of registering voters under
this Article in addition to the nethod provided for precinct
registration wunder Section 4-7, the office of the county
clerk shall be open every day, except Saturday, Sunday, and
legal holidays, from9:00 a.m to 5:00 p.m On Saturdays the
hours of registration shall be from9:00 a.m to 12:00 noon,
and such additional hours as the county clerk may designate.
| f, however, the county board otherwise duly regulates and
fixes the hours of opening and closing of all county offices
at the county seat of any county, such regulation shal
control and supersede the hours herein specified. There shal
be no registration at the office of the county clerk or at
the office of municipal and township or road district clerks
serving as deputy registrars during the 20 27 days preceding
any regular or special election at which the cards provided
inthis Article are used, or until the 2nd day foll ow ng such
regular or special election; provided, that if by reason of
the proximty of any such elections to one another the effect
of this provision would be to close registrations for all or
any part of the 10 days imediately prior to such 20 27 day
period, the county clerk shall accept, solely for use in the
subsequent and not in any intervening election, registrations

and transfers of registration within the period fromthe 21st
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27th to the 38th days, both inclusive, prior to such
subsequent el ecti on. In any election called for the
subm ssion of the revision or alteration of, or t he
amendnents to the Constitution, submtted by a Constitutiona
Convention, the final day for registration at the office of
the election authority charged with the printing of the
ballot of this election shall be the 15th day prior to the
date of election.

Any qualified person residing wwthin the county or any
portion thereof subject to this Article may register or
re-register with the county cl erk.

Each county clerk shall appoint one or nore registration
or re-registration teans for the purpose of accepting the
registration or re-registration of any voter who files an
affidavit that he 1is physically wunable to appear at any
appoi nted place of registration or re-registration. Each team
shal | consi st of one nenber of each political party having
t he hi ghest and second hi ghest nunber of registered voters in
the county. The county clerk shall designhate a teamto visit
each di sabl ed person and shall accept the registration or
re-registration of each such person as if he had applied for
registration or re-registration at the office of the county
cl erk.

As used in this Article, "deputy registrars" and
"registration officers" nmean any person authorized to accept
regi strations of electors under this Article.

Sec. 4-6.2. (a) The county clerk shall appoint al
muni ci pal and township or road district clerks or their duly
aut hori zed deputies as deputy registrars who may accept the
registration of all qualified residents of their respective

muni ci palities, townships and road districts. A deputy
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regi strar serving as such by virtue of his status as a
muni ci pal clerk, or a duly authorized deputy of a rmuni ci pal
clerk, of a nunicipality the territory of which lies in nore
than one county may accept the registration of any qualified
resident of the nunicipality, regardl ess of which county the
resident, municipal clerk or the duly authorized deputy of
the municipal clerk lives in.

The county clerk shal | appoi nt al | preci nct
commtteepersons in the county as deputy registrars who may
accept the registration of any qualified resident of the
county, except during the 20 27 days preceding an el ection.

The el ection authority shall appoint as deputy registrars
a reasonable nunber of enployees of the Secretary of State
| ocated at driver's license exam nati on stations and
designated to the election authority by the Secretary of
State who nmay accept the registration of any qualified
residents of the county at any such driver's |icense
exam nation stations. The appointnment of enployees of the
Secretary of State as deputy registrars shall be made in the
manner provided in Section 2-105 of +the Illinois Vehicle
Code.

The county clerk shall appoint each of the follow ng
named persons as deputy registrars upon the witten request
of such persons:

1. The chief librarian, or a qualified person
designated by the chief librarian, of any public library
situated within the election jurisdiction, who may accept
the registrations of any qualified resident of the
county, at such library.

2. The principal, or a qualified person designated
by the principal, of any high school, elenentary school,
or vocational school situated wthin t he el ection
jurisdiction, who may accept the registrations of any

qualified resident of the county, at such school. The
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county clerk shal | notify every pri nci pal and
vice-principal of each high school, elenentary school
and vocational school situated wthin the el ection
jurisdiction of their eligibility to serve as deputy
registrars and offer training courses for service as
deputy registrars at conveniently located facilities at
| east 4 nonths prior to every el ection.

3. The president, or a qualified person designated
by the president, of any university, college, comunity
coll ege, acadeny or other institution of | ear ni ng
situated within the election jurisdiction, who may accept
the registrations of any resident of the county, at such
university, college, comunity college, acadeny or
i nstitution.

4. A duly elected or appointed official of a bona
fide |labor organization, or a reasonable nunber of
qualified nenbers designated by such official, who my
accept the registrations of any qualified resident of the
county.

5. A duly elected or appointed official of a
bonafi de State civic organization, as defined and
determ ned by rule of the State Board of Elections, or
qualified nenbers designated by such official, who may
accept the registration of any qualified resident of the
county. In determning the nunber of deputy registrars
that shall be appointed, the county clerk shall consider
the population of the jurisdiction, the size of the
organi zati on, the geographic size of the jurisdiction,
conveni ence for the public, the existing nunber of deputy
registrars in the jurisdiction and their location, the
registration activities of the organization and the need
to appoint deputy registrars to assist and facilitate the
regi stration of non-English speaking individuals. 1In no

event shall a county clerk fix an arbitrary nunber
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appl i cabl e to every civic organization requesting

appointment of its mnmenbers as deputy registrars. The

State Board of Elections shall by rule provide for

certification of bonafide State civic organizations. Such

appoi ntnents shall be nade for a period not to exceed 2

years, termnating on the first business day of the nonth

follow ng the nonth of the general election, and shall be
valid for all periods of voter registration as provided
by this Code during the terns of such appointnents.

6. The Director of the Illinois Departnment of
Public Ad, or a reasonable nunber of enpl oyees
designated by the Director and |located at public aid
of fices, who nay accept the registration of any qualified
resident of the county at any such public aid office.

7. The Director of the Illinois Departnment of
Enmpl oynent Security, or a reasonable nunber of enpl oyees
designated by the Director and | ocated at unenpl oynent
of fices, who nmay accept the registration of any qualified
resident of the county at any such unenpl oynent offi ce.

8. The president of any corporation as defined by
the Business Corporation Act of 1983, or a reasonable
nunber of enpl oyees desi gnated by such president, who may
accept the registrations of any qualified resident of the
county.

If the request to be appointed as deputy registrar is
deni ed, the county clerk shall, wthin 10 days after the date
the request is submtted, provide the affected individual or
organi zation wwth witten notice setting forth the specific
reasons or criteria relied upon to deny the request to be
appoi nted as deputy registrar.

The county clerk nmay appoint as many additional deputy
registrars as he considers necessary. The county clerk shal
appoi nt such additional deputy registrars in such manner that

the convenience of the public is served, gi vi ng due
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consideration to both population concentration and area.
Sone of the additional deputy registrars shall be selected so
that there are an equal nunber from each of the 2 nmgjor
political parties in the election jurisdiction. The county
clerk, in appointing an additional deputy registrar, shal
make the appointnment froma list of applicants submtted by
the Chairman of the County Central Conmttee of t he
applicant's political party. A Chairman of a County Central
Comm ttee shall submt a list of applicants to the county
clerk by Novenber 30 of each year. The county clerk may
require a Chairman of a County Central Commttee to furnish a
suppl enmental |ist of applicants.

Deputy registrars nay accept registrations at any tinme
other than the 20 27 day period preceding an election. A
persons appointed as deputy registrars shall be regi stered
voters wthin the county and shall take and subscribe to the
follow ng oath or affirmation:

"I do solemly swear (or affirm as the case may be) that
| will support the Constitution of the United States, and the
Constitution of the State of Illinois, and that | wll
faithfully discharge the duties of the office of deputy
registrar to the best of ny ability and that | will register
no person nor cause the registration of any person except
upon his personal application before ne.

(Signature Deputy Registrar)"”

This oath shall be adm nistered by the county «clerk, or
by one of his deputies, or by any person qualified to take
acknow edgenent of deeds and shall inmmediately thereafter be
filed with the county clerk.

Appoi ntnments of deputy registrars under this Section,
except precinct commtteenen, shall be for 2-year terns,
commencing on Decenber 1 follow ng the general election of

each even-nunbered year; except that the terns of the initial
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appoi ntnents shall be until Decenber 1lst followng the next
general election. Appointnents of precinct commtteenen shal
be for 2-year terns commencing on the date of the county
convention follow ng the general primary at which they were
el ect ed. The county <clerk shall issue a certificate of
appoi ntnent to each deputy registrar, and shall maintain in
his office for public inspection a list of the nanes of al
appoi nt ees.

(b) The county clerk shall be responsible for training
all deputy registrars appointed pursuant to subsection (a),
at tinmes and | ocations reasonably convenient for both the
county clerk and such appointees. The county clerk shall be
responsible for <certifying and supervising al | deputy
registrars appointed pursuant to subsection (a). Deputy
regi strars appoi nted under subsection (a) shall be subject to
removal for cause.

(c) Conpleted registration materials under the control
of deputy registrars, appointed pursuant to subsection (a),
shall be returned to the proper election authority wthin 7
days, except that conpleted registration materials received
by the deputy registrars during the period between the 35th
and 21st 28th day preceding an election shall be returned by
the deputy registrars to the proper election authority within
48 hours after receipt thereof. The conpleted registration
materials received by the deputy registrars on the 21st 28th
day preceding an election shall be returned by the deputy
registrars wthin 24 hours after receipt thereof. Unused
materials shall be returned by deputy registrars appointed
pursuant to paragraph 4 of subsection (a), not later than the
next working day follow ng the close of registration.

(d) The <county <clerk shall not be required to provide
additional forns to any deputy registrar having nore than 200
regi stration forns unaccounted for during the preceding 12

nmont h peri od.
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(e) No deputy registrar shal | engage in any
el ectioneering or the pronotion of any cause during the
performance of his or her duties.

(f) The county clerk shall not be crimnally or civilly
liable for the acts or omssions of any deputy registrar.
Such deputy registrars shall not be deened to be enpl oyees of
the county clerk.

Sec. 4-6.3. The county clerk may establish a tenporary
pl ace of registration for such times and at such |ocations
within the county as the county clerk may select. However,
no tenporary place of registration may be in operation during
the 20 27 days preceding an election. Notice of the tinme and
pl ace of registration under this Section shall be published
by the county clerk in a newspaper having a general
circulation in the county not less than 3 nor nore than 15
days before the hol ding of such registration.

Tenporary places of registration shall be established so
that the areas of concentration of population or use by the
public are served, whether by facilities provided in places
of private business or in public buildings or in nobile
units. Areas which may be designated as tenporary places of
registration include, but are not Ilimted to, facilities
licensed or certified pursuant to the Nursing Hone Care Act,
Soldiers' and Sailors' Homes, shopping centers, business
districts, public buildings and county fairs.

Tenporary places of registration shall be available to
the public not less than 2 hours per vyear for each 1,000
popul ation or fraction thereof in the county.

Al tenporary places of registration shall be manned by
deputy county clerks or deputy registrars appoi nted pursuant

to Section 4-6. 2.

Sec. 4-8. The county clerk shall provide a sufficient
nunber of blank fornms for the registration of electors, which
shal |l be known as registration record cards and which shal
consist of |oose |eaf sheets or cards, of suitable size to
contain in plain witing and figures the data hereinafter
required thereon or shall consist of conputer cards of
suitable nature to contain the data required thereon. The
registration record cards, which shall include an affidavit
of registration as hereinafter provided, shall be executed in
duplicate.

The registration record card shall contain the follow ng
and such other information as the county clerk may think it
proper to require for the identification of the applicant for
regi stration

Nane. The nane of the applicant, giving surnanme and
first or Christian nanme in full, and the m ddl e nane or the
initial for such mddle nanme, if any.

Sex.

Resi dence. The nanme and nunber of the street, avenue, or
other location of the dwelling, including the apartnent, unit
or room nunber, if any, and in the case of a nobile hone the
| ot nunber, and such additional <clear and definite
description as nmay be necessary to determne the exact
| ocation of the dwelling of the applicant. Where the | ocation
cannot be determ ned by street and nunber, then the section,
congressional townshi p and range nunber nmay be used, or such
ot her description as nay be necessary, including post-office
mai | ing address. In the case of a honeless individual, the
individual's voting residence that is his or her mailing
address shall be included on his or her registration record

card.
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Term of residence in the State of Illinois and precinct.
This information shall be furnished by the applicant stating
the place or places where he resided and the dates during
whi ch he resided in such place or places during the year next
precedi ng the date of the next ensuing el ection.

Nativity. The state or country in which the applicant
was born.

G tizenship. VWether the applicant is native born or
naturalized. If naturalized, the court, place, and date of
nat ural i zati on.

Date of application for registration, 1i.e., the day,
month and year when applicant present ed hi nsel f for
registration

Age. Date of birth, by nonth, day and year.

Physical disability of the applicant, if any, at the tine
of registration, which would require assistance in voting.

The county and state in which the applicant was | ast
regi st ered.

Si gnature of voter. The appl i cant, after t he
registration and in the presence of a deputy registrar or
other officer of registration shall be required to sign his
or her nane in ink to the affidavit on both the original and
duplicate registration record cards.

Signature of deputy registrar or officer of registration.

In case applicant is wunable to sign his name, he may
affix his mark to the affidavit. In such case the officer
enpowered to give the registration oath shall wite a
detailed description of the applicant in the space provided
on the back or at the bottomof the card or sheet; and shal
ask the foll ow ng questions and record the answers thereto:

Father's first nane.

Mot her's first name.

From what address did the applicant |ast register?

Reason for inability to sign nane.

authority. The extension shall be for a period of hours
sufficient to all ow adequate opportunity for exam nation of
the records but the election authority is not required to
extend its hours beyond the period beginning at its nornal
openi ng for business and ending at mdnight. |If the business
hours are so extended, the election authority shall post a
public notice of such extended hours. Registration record
cards nmay al so be inspected, upon approval of the officer in
charge of the cards, during the 20 27 days immediately
preceding any election. Registration record cards shall also
be open to inspection by certified judges and poll watchers
and challengers at the polling place on election day, but
only to the extent necessary to determ ne the question of the
right of a person to vote or to serve as a judge of election.
At no time shall poll watchers or challengers be allowed to
physically handl e the registration record cards.

Updated copies of conputer tapes or conputer discs or
ot her electronic data processing information containing voter
registration information shall be furnished by the county
clerk wthin 10 days after Decenber 15 and May 15 each year
and within 10 days after each registration period is closed
to the State Board of Elections in a formprescribed by the
Board. For the purposes of this Section, a registration
period is closed 20 27 days before the date of any regul ar or
special election. Registration information shall include, but
not be |imted to, the followng information: nane, sex,
resi dence, tel ephone nunber, if any, age, party affiliation,
i f appl i cabl e, preci nct, ward, township, county, and
representative, |egislative and congressional districts. I n
the event of nonconpliance, the State Board of Elections is
directed to obtain conpl i ance forthwith W th this

nondi scretionary duty of t he el ection authority by
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instituting legal proceedings in the circuit court of the
county in which the election authority mai nt ai ns t he
registration information. The costs of furnishing updated
copi es of tapes or discs shall be paid at a rate of $.00034
per nane of registered voters in the election jurisdiction,
but not |ess than $50 per tape or disc and shall be paid from
appropriations made to the State Board of Elections for
rei nbursenent to the election authority for such purpose. The
Board shall furnish copies of such tapes, discs, other
el ectronic data or conpilations thereof to state political
commttees registered pursuant to the Illinois Canpaign
Finance Act or the Federal Election Canpaign Act at their
request and at a reasonable cost. Copies of the tapes, discs
or other electronic data shall be furnished by the county
clerk to local political conmttees at their request and at a
reasonabl e cost. Reasonabl e cost of the tapes, discs, et
cetera for this purpose would be the cost of duplication plus
15% for admnistration. The individual representing a
political commttee requesting copies of such tapes shal

make a sworn affidavit that the information shall be wused
only for bona fide political purposes, including by or for
candi dates for office or incunbent office holders. Such
tapes, discs or other electronic data shall not be used under
any circunstances by any political commttee or individuals
for purposes of commercial solicitation or other business
pur poses. If such tapes contain information on county
residents related to the operations of county government in
addition to registration information, that information shal

not be used under any circunstances for comerci al
solicitation or other business purposes. The prohibition in
this Section against wusing the conputer tapes or conputer
discs or other electronic data pr ocessi ng i nformation
containing voter registration information for purposes of

commercial solicitation or other business purposes shall be
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prospective only fromthe effective date of this anended Act
of 1979. Any person who violates this provision shall be
guilty of a Cass 4 fel ony.

The State Board of El ections shall pronul gate, by Cctober
1, 1987, such regulations as my be necessary to ensure
uniformty throughout the State in electronic data processing
of voter registration information. The regulations shal
include, but need not be Ilimted to, specifications for
uni form medi um comuni cati ons protocol and file structure to
be enpl oyed by the election authorities of this State in the
el ectronic data processing of voter registration information.
Each election authority utilizing electronic data processing
of voter registration information shall conply wth such
regul ations on and after May 15, 1988.

Sec. 4-8.03. The State Board of Elections shall design a
registration record card which, except as otherw se provided
inthis Section, shall be used in triplicate by all election
authorities in the State, except those election authorities
adopting a conputer-based voter registration file authorized
under Section 4-33. The Board shall prescribe the form and
specifications, including but not limted to the weight of
paper, color and print of such <cards. Such cards shal
contai n boxes or spaces for the information required under
Sections 4-8 and 4-21 of this Code; provided, that such cards
shall also contain a box or space for the applicant's soci al
security nunber, which shall be required to the extent
allowed by law but in no case shall the applicant provide
fewer than the last 4 digits of the social security nunber,
and a box for the applicant's tel ephone nunber, if avail able.

Except for t hose election authorities adopting a
conputer-based voter registration file authorized under
Section 4- 33, the original and duplicate cards shal
respectively constitute the master file and precinct binder
registration records of the voter. A copy shall be given to
t he applicant upon conpletion of his or her registration or
conpl eted transfer of registration.

Wenever a voter noves to another precinct wthin the
sanme el ection jurisdiction or to anot her el ection
jurisdiction in the State, such voter may transfer his or her
regi stration by presenting his or her copy to the election
authority or a deputy registrar. |[If such voter is not in
possession of or has lost his or her copy, he or she nmy

effect a transfer of registration by executing an Affidavit
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of Cancell ation of Previous Registration.

In the case of a transfer of registration to a new
election jurisdiction, the election authority shall transmt
the voter's copy or such affidavit to the election authority
of the voter's forner election jurisdiction, which shal
i mredi ately cause the transm ssion of the voter's previous
registration card to the voter's new election authority. No
transfer of registration to a new election jurisdiction shal
be conplete until the voter's old election authority receives
notification.

Deputy registrars shall return all copies of registration
record cards or Affidavits of Cancellation of Previous
Regi stration to the election authority wiwthin 7 working days
after the receipt thereof, except that such copies or
Affidavits of Cancellation of Previous Registration received
by the deputy registrars between the 35th and 21st 28th day
preceding an election shall be returned by the deputy
registrars to the election authority within 48 hours after
recei pt. The deputy registrars shall return the copies or
Affidavits of Cancellation of Previous Registration received
by themon the 21st 28th day preceding an election to the
el ection authority within 24 hours after receipt thereof.

Sec. 4-10. Except as herein provided, no person shall be
registered, unless he applies in person to a registration
of ficer, answers such rel evant questions as may be asked of
him by the registration officer, and executes the affidavit
of registration. The registration officer shall require the
applicant to furnish two forns of identification, and except
in the case of a honeless individual, one of which nust
include his or her residence address. These fornms of

identification shall include, but not be limted to, any of
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the following: driver's license, social security card, public
aid identification card, utility bill, enployee or student
identification card, credit card, or a civic, union or
pr of essi onal associ ation nenbership card. The registration
officer shall require a honeless individual to furnish
evidence of his or her use of the mailing address stated.
This use may be denonstrated by a piece of mail addressed to
that individual and received at that address or by a
statenent from a person authorizing use of the mailing
addr ess. The registration officer shall require each
applicant for registration to read or have read to himthe
affidavit of registration before permitting him to execute
the affidavit.

One of the registration officers or a deputy registration
officer, <county <clerk, or clerk in the office of the county
clerk, shall admnister to all persons who shall personally
apply to register the follow ng oath or affirmation:

"You do solemmly swear (or affirm that you will fully
and truly answer all such questions as shall be put to you
touching your nane, place of residence, place of birth, your
qualifications as an elector and your right as such to
regi ster and vote under the laws of the State of Illinois."

The registration officer shall satisfy hinmself that each
applicant for registration is qualified to register before
registering him If the registration officer has reason to
believe that the applicant is a resident of a Soldiers' and
Sailors' Hone or any facility which is licensed or certified
pursuant to the Nursing Honme Care Act, the follow ng question
shall be put, "When you entered the home which is your
present address, was it your bona fide intention to becone a
resident thereof?" Any voter of a township, city, village or
i ncorporated town in which such applicant resides, shall be
permtted to be present at the place of any precinct

registration and shall have the right to challenge any
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appl i cant who applies to be registered.

In case the officer is not satisfied that the applicant
is qualified he shall forthwith notify such applicant in
witing to appear before the county clerk to conplete his
regi stration.

The county clerk shal
appoi nt such additional deputy registrars in such manner that
the conveni ence of the public is served, giving due
consideration to both population concentration and area.
Sone of the additional deputy registrars shall be selected so
that there are an equal nunber from each of the 2 nmgjor
political parties in the election jurisdiction. The county
clerk, in appointing an additional deputy registrar, shal
make the appointnment froma list of applicants submtted by
the Chairman of the County Central Conmttee of t he
applicant's political party.

The county clerk may
require a Chairman of a County Central Commttee to furnish a
suppl enmental |ist of applicants.

Deputy registrars nay accept registrations at any tinme
other than the 20 27 day period preceding an election. Al
persons appointed as deputy registrars shall be regi stered
voters wthin the county and shall take and subscribe to the
followng oath or affirmation:

"l do solemmly swear (or affirm as the case may be) that
| will support the Constitution of the United States, and the

Constitution of the State of [Illinois, and that | wll
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faithfully discharge the duties of the office of deputy
registrar to the best of ny ability and that | will register
no person nor cause the registration of any person except
upon his personal application before ne.

(Signature of Deputy Registrar)"”

This oath shall be adm nistered by the county clerk, or
by one of his deputies, or by any person qualified to take
acknow edgenent of deeds and shall inmmediately thereafter be
filed with the county clerk.

Appoi ntnments of deputy registrars under this Section,
except precinct commtteenen, shall be for 2-year terns,
commencing on Decenber 1 follow ng the general election of
each even-nunbered year, except that the terns of the initial
appoi ntnents shall be until Decenber 1st followng the next
general el ection. Appoi ntnments of precinct conmtteenen
shall be for 2-year terns commencing on the date of the
county convention follow ng the general primary at which they
were el ected. The county clerk shall issue a certificate of
appointnent to each deputy registrar, and shall maintain in
his office for public inspection a list of the nanes of al
appoi nt ees.

(b) The <county <clerk shall be responsible for training
all deputy registrars appointed pursuant to subsection (a),

at times and |ocations reasonably convenient for both the

county clerk and such appointees. The county clerk shall be
responsi bl e for certifying and supervising all deputy
regi strars appointed pursuant to subsection (a). Deputy

regi strars appoi nted under subsection (a) shall be subject to
removal for cause.

(c) Conpleted registration materials under the control
of deputy registrars, appointed pursuant to subsection (a),
shall be returned to the proper election authority within 7

days, except that conpleted registration materials received
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by the deputy registrars during the period between the 35th
and 21st 28th day preceding an election shall be returned by
the deputy registrars to the proper election authority within
48 hours after receipt thereof. The conpleted registration
materials received by the deputy registrars on the 21st 28th
day preceding an election shall be returned by the deputy
registrars wwthin 24 hours after receipt thereof. Unused
materials shall be returned by deputy registrars appointed
pursuant to paragraph 4 of subsection (a), not later than the
next working day follow ng the close of registration.

(d) The county clerk shall not be required to provide
additional forns to any deputy registrar having nore than 200
registration fornms unaccounted for during the preceding 12
nmont h peri od.

(e) No deputy registrar shal | engage in any
el ectioneering or the pronmotion of any cause during the
performance of his or her duties.

(f) The county clerk shall not be crimnally or «civilly
liable for the acts or omssions of any deputy registrar.
Such deputy registers shall not be deened to be enpl oyees of
the county clerk.

second day following such primary, regular or special
election. In cities, villages and incorporated towns of
200,000 or nore inhabitants, there shall be no registration
of voters at the office of t he board of el ection
conmm ssioners during the 35 days i mediately precedi ng any
el ection; provided, however, where no precinct registration
is being conducted prior to any election then registration
may be taken in the office of the board up to and including
the 21st 28th day prior to such election. |In any election
called for the subm ssion of the revision or alteration of,
or the anendnents to the Constitution, submtted by a
Constitutional Convention, the final day for registration at
the office of the election authority charged wth the
printing of the ballot of this election shall be the 15th day
prior to the date of election.

The Board of El ection Comm ssioners shall appoint one or
nore registration teans, each consisting of one nmenber from
each of the 2 |eading political parties, for the purpose of
accepting the registration of any voter who files an
affidavit, wthin the period for t aki ng regi strations
provided for in this Article, that he is physically unable to
appear at the office of the Board or at any appointed pl ace
of registration. On the day or days when a precinct
regi stration is being conducted such teans shall consist of
one nenber fromeach of the 2 |leading political parties who
are serving on the precinct registration board. Each team so
designated shall visit each disabled person and shall accept
the registration of such person the sane as if he had applied
for registration in person.

The office of the board of election comm ssioners may be
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desi gnated as a place of registration under Section 6-51 of
this Article and, if so designated, nay al so be open for
pur poses of registration on such day or days as may be
specified by the board of election conm ssioners under the
provi sions of that Section.

Sec. 6-50.2. (a) The board of election conm ssioners
shall appoint all precinct commtteepersons in the election
jurisdiction as deputy registrars who nmay accept t he
registration of any qualified resident of the election
jurisdiction, except during the 20 27 days preceding an
el ection.

The el ection authority shall appoint as deputy registrars
a reasonabl e nunber of enployees of the Secretary of State
| ocat ed at driver's |icense exam nation stations and
designated to the election authority by the Secretary of
State who may accept the registration of any qualified
residents of the county at any such driver's i cense
exam nation stations. The appoi ntment of enpl oyees of the
Secretary of State as deputy registrars shall be nade in the
manner provided in Section 2-105 of the Illinois Vehicle
Code.

The board of el ection comm ssioners shall appoint each of
the foll owi ng named persons as deputy registrars upon the
witten request of such persons:

1. The chief librarian, or a qualified person
designated by the chief librarian, of any public library
situated within the election jurisdiction, who may accept
the registrations of any qualified resident of the
el ection jurisdiction, at such library.

2. The principal, or a qualified person designated

by the principal, of any high school, elenentary school,
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or vocational school situated wthin t he el ection
jurisdiction, who may accept the registrations of any
resident of the election jurisdiction, at such school.
The board of election comm ssioners shall notify every
principal and vice-principal of each hi gh school
el ementary school, and vocational school situated in the
election jurisdiction of their eligibility to serve as
deputy registrars and offer training courses for service
as deputy registrars at conveniently Jlocated facilities
at least 4 nonths prior to every el ection.

3. The president, or a qualified person designated
by the president, of any university, college, community
col | ege, acadeny or other institution of |[|earning
situated within the election jurisdiction, who may accept
the registrations of any resident of the el ection
jurisdiction, at such wuniversity, college, comunity
col | ege, acadeny or institution.

4. A duly elected or appointed official of a bona
fide |labor organization, or a reasonable nunber of
qualified nenbers designated by such official, who my
accept the registrations of any qualified resident of the
el ection jurisdiction.

5. A duly elected or appointed official of a bona
fide State civic organization, as defined and determ ned
by rule of the State Board of Elections, or qualified
menber s designated by such official, who may accept the
registration of any qualified resident of the el ection
jurisdiction. In determning the nunber of deputy
regi strars that shall be appointed, the board of election
conmi ssi oners shall consider the population of the
jurisdiction, the size of t he or gani zati on, t he
geographic size of the jurisdiction, convenience for the
public, the existing nunber of deputy registrars in the

jurisdiction and their | ocation, the registration
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activities of the organization and the need to appoint
deputy registrars to assi st and facilitate the
regi stration of non-English speaking individuals. In no
event shall a board of election commssioners fix an
arbitrary nunber applicable to every civic organization
requesting appoi nt nent of its menbers as deputy
registrars. The State Board of Elections shall by rule
provide for certification of bona fide State civic
organi zations. Such appointnments shall be nade for a
period not to exceed 2 years, termnating on the first
business day of the nonth follow ng the nonth of the
general election, and shall be valid for all periods of
voter registration as provided by this Code during the
terms of such appoi nt nents.

6. The Drector of the Illinois Departnment of
Public A d, or a reasonable nunber of enpl oyees
designated by the Director and |located at public aid
of fices, who nmay accept the registration of any qualified
resident of the election jurisdiction at any such public
aid office.

7. The Director of the Illinois Departnment of
Enmpl oynent Security, or a reasonabl e nunber of enpl oyees
designated by the Director and |ocated at unenploynent
of fices, who nay accept the registration of any qualified
resi dent of the welection jurisdiction at any such
unenpl oynment office. If the request to be appointed as
deputy registrar is denied, the board of election
commi ssioners shall, within 10 days after the date the
request is submtted, provide the affected individual or
organi zation wth witten notice setting forth t he
specific reasons or criteria relied wupon to deny the
request to be appointed as deputy registrar.

8. The president of any corporation, as defined by

the Business Corporation Act of 1983, or a reasonable
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nunber of enpl oyees desi gnated by such president, who may

accept the registrations of any qualified resident of the

el ection jurisdiction.

The board of el ection comm ssioners nmay appoint as many
additional deputy registrars as it considers necessary. The
board of election conm ssioners shall appoint such additional
deputy registrars in such manner that the convenience of the
public is served, giving due consideration to both popul ation
concentration and area. Some of the additional deputy
registrars shall be selected so that there are an equal
nunber fromeach of the 2 major political parties in the
election jurisdiction. The board of election conm ssioners,
in appointing an additional deputy registrar, shall nmake the
appointment from a list of applicants submtted by the
Chai rman of the County Central Commttee of the applicant's
political party. A Chairman of a County Central Committee
shall submt a list of applicants to the board by Novenber 30
of each year. The board may require a Chairman of a County
Centr al Comm ttee to furnish a supplenental [list of
appl i cants.

Deputy registrars nay accept registrations at any tinme
other than the 20 27 day period preceding an election. Al
persons appointed as deputy registrars shall be regi stered
voters wthin the election jurisdiction and shall take and
subscribe to the followng oath or affirmation

"I do solemly swear (or affirm as the case may be) that
| will support the Constitution of the United States, and the
Constitution of the State of Illinois, and that | wll
faithfully discharge the duties of the office of registration
officer to the best of ny ability and that | will register no
person nor cause the registration of any person except upon
hi s personal application before ne.

(Signature of Registration Oficer)"
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This oath shall be adm nistered and certified to by one
of the conm ssioners or by the executive director or by sone
person designated by the board of election comm ssioners, and
shall imediately thereafter be filed with the board of
el ection comm ssioners. The nenbers of the board of election
comm ssioners and all persons authorized by them under the
provisions of this Article to take registrations, after
t hensel ves taking and subscribing to the above oath, are
authorized to take or adm nister such oaths and execute such
affidavits as are required by this Article.

Appoi ntnments of deputy registrars under this Section,
except precinct commtteenen, shall be for 2-year terns,
commencing on Decenber 1 follow ng the general election of
each even-nunbered year, except that the ternms of the initial
appoi ntnents shall be until Decenber 1st followng the next
general election. Appointnents of precinct commtteenen shal
be for 2-year ternms comencing on the date of the county
convention follow ng the general primary at which they were
el ect ed. The county <clerk shall issue a certificate of
appoi ntnent to each deputy registrar, and shall maintain in
his office for public inspection a list of the nanes of al
appoi nt ees.

(b) The board of election comm ssioners shal | be
responsible for training all deputy registrars appointed
pursuant to subsection (a), at times and | ocations reasonably
convenient for both the board of election conm ssioners and
such appoi nt ees. The board of el ection comm ssioners shal
be responsible for <certifying and supervising all deputy
regi strars appointed pursuant to subsection (a). Deputy
regi strars appoi nted under subsection (a) shall be subject to
removal for cause.

(c) Conpleted registration materials under the control
of deputy registrars appointed pursuant to subsection (a)

shall be returned to the proper election authority wthin 7
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days, except that conpleted registration materials received
by the deputy registrars during the period between the 35th
and 21st 28th day preceding an el ection shall be returned by
the deputy registrars to the proper election authority within
48 hours after receipt thereof. The conpleted registration
materials received by the deputy registrars on the 21st 28th
day preceding an election shall be returned by the deputy
registrars wthin 24 hours after receipt thereof. Unused
materials shall be returned by deputy registrars appointed
pursuant to paragraph 4 of subsection (a), not later than the
next working day follow ng the close of registration.

(d) The board of election comm ssioners shall not be
required to provide additional forns to any deputy registrar
having nore than 200 registration forns wunaccounted for
during the preceding 12 nonth peri od.

(e) No deputy registrar shal | engage in any
el ectioneering or the pronmotion of any cause during the
performance of his or her duties.

(f) The board of election comm ssioners shall not be
crimnally or civilly liable for the acts or om ssions of any
deputy registrar. Such deputy registrars shall not be deened
to be enpl oyees of the board of election conmm ssioners.

Sec. 6-50.3. The board of election comm ssioners my
establish tenporary places of registration for such tinmes and
at such locations as the board my select. However, no
tenporary place of registration nmay be in operation during
the 20 27 days preceding an election. Notice of the tine and
pl ace of registration at any such tenporary place of
regi stration under this Section shall be published by the
board of election commssioners in a newspaper having a

general circulation in the city, village or incorporated town
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not less than 3 nor nore than 15 days before the holding of
such registration.

Tenporary places of registration shall be established so
that the areas of concentration of population or use by the
public are served, whether by facilities provided in places
of private business or in public buildings or in nobile
units. Areas which may be designated as tenporary places of
registration include, but are not I|imted to facilities
licensed or certified pursuant to the Nursing Hone Care Act,
Soldiers' and Sailors' Honmes, shopping centers, business
districts, public buildings and county fairs.

Tenporary places of registration shall be available to
the public not less than 2 hours per vyear for each 1,000
popul ation or fraction thereof in the county.

Al tenporary places of registration shall be manned by
enpl oyees of the board of election conmssioners or deputy
regi strars appoi nted pursuant to Section 6-50. 2.
