Section 5. The Unenpl oynent |nsurance Act is anmended by

changi ng Section 241 as foll ows:

Sec. 241. Before Prior-te Septenber 27, 1959, "week"
means such period of seven consecutive days as the Director
may by regul ation prescribe. On and after Septenber 27, 1959,
"week" means

A. Cal endar week, or

B. Any seven consecutive day period wth respect to
whi ch no wages are payable to an individual and during which
he perforns no services, which occurs wthin tw cal endar
weeks in each of which he is not unenpl oyed; or

C. Any seven consecutive day period which ends after
Sept enber 26, 1959, and before COctober 3, 1959.

The Director may by regulation prescribe that a week
shall be deened to be "in," "within," or "during" any benefit

year which includes the greater part of such week.
