Sec. 6- 100. Definitions. For the purposes of this
Chapter, the follow ng words shal} have the neanings ascri bed
to them

(a) Application Process. The process of obtaining a
driver's license, identification card, or permt. The
process begins when a person enters a Secretary of State
Driver Services facility and requests a driver's |icense,
identification card or permt.

(b) Conviction. A final adjudication of guilty by a
court of conpetent jurisdiction either after a bench trial,
trial by jury, plea of gquilty, order of forfeiture, or
defaul t.

(c) ldentification Card. A docunent nmade or issued by
or under the authority of the United States Governnent, the
State of Illinois or any other state or political subdivision
t her eof , or any gover nnent al or guasi - gover nnent al
organi zation that, when conpleted with information concerning
the individual, is of a type intended or comonly accepted
for the purpose of identifying the individual.
