| eave fromhis or her public State enploynent for any period

actively spent in sueh mlitary service, including:

(1) Dbasic training;

(2) special or advanced training, whether or not within
the State, and whether or not voluntary; and

(3) annual training.

During these sueh | eaves, the enployee's seniority and

ot her benefits shall continue to accrue.
During leaves for annual training, the enployee shal

continue to receive his or _her regular conpensation as a

public State enployee. During |eaves for basic training and

up to 60 days of special or advanced training, if the sueh

enpl oyee's conpensation for mlitary activities is |l ess than

shal|l receive his or her regular conpensation as a public

State enployee mnus the amount of his or her base pay for

mlitary activities.
