Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Counties Code is anended by changing

Section 5-1022 as foll ows:

(55 I'LCS 5/5-1022) (from Ch. 34, par. 5-1022)

Sec. 5-1022. Conpetitive bids.

(a) Any purchase by a county with fewer than 2,000, 000
i nhabi tants of services, materials, equipnment or supplies in
excess of $20, 000, $10;000, other than professional services,
shall be contracted for in one of the follow ng ways:

(1) by a contract let to the |owest responsible
bi dder after advertising for bids in a newspaper
published within the county or, if no newspaper is
published within the county, then a newspaper having
general circulation within the county; or

(2) by a contract let without advertising for bids
in the case of an energency if authorized by the county
boar d.

(b) In determning the |owest responsible bidder, the
county board shall take into consideration the qualities of
t he articles suppl i ed; their conformty W th t he
specifications; their suitability to the requirenments of the
county, availability of support services; uniqueness of the
service, materials, equipnent, or supplies as it applies to
networked, integrated conputer systens; conpatibility to
exi sting equi pnent; and the delivery terns. The county board
also may take into consideration whether a bidder is a
private enterprise or a State-controlled enterprise and,
notwi thstanding any other provision of this Section or a

lower bid by a State-controlled enterprise, my let a
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contract to the | owest responsible bidder that is a private
enterprise.

(c) This Section does not apply to contracts by a county
W th t he federal governnent or to purchases of used
equi pnent, purchases at auction or simlar transactions which
by their very nature are not suitable to conpetitive bids,
pursuant to an ordi nance adopted by the county board.

(d) Notwthstanding the provisions of this Section, a
county may let w thout advertising for bids in the case of
pur chases and contracts, when individual orders do not exceed
$25,000, for the wuse, purchase, delivery, novenent, or
installation of data processing equipnment, software, or
services and tel ecommuni cations and inter-connect equi pnent,
sof tware, and servi ces.

(e) Notwithstanding the provisions of this Section, a

county by unaninous consent of the county board may |et,

wi thout advertising for bids, contracts for t he use,

purchase, delivery, novenent, or installation of public

safety equi pnent and rel at ed t el econmuni cati ons and

i nter-connect equi pnmrent, software, and servi ces.
