Sec. 3.8. Adm ssions; counsel: verified conplaint.

(a) No officer shall be interrogated w thout first being
advised in witing that adm ssions nmade in the course of the
interrogation may be used as evidence of m sconduct or as the
basis for charges seeking suspension, renoval, or discharge;
and without first being advised in witing that he or she has
the right to counsel of his or her choosing who my be
pr esent to advi se him or her at any stage of any
i nterrogation.

(b) Anyone filing a conplaint against a sworn peace

officer must have the conplaint supported by a sworn

affidavit.
