WHEREAS, He has participated in American Farm Bureau's

Adopt-A-Scientist program; he has served as a county board

member on the Farmers Home Administration; he has also served

on the Randolph County Soil Conservation Service Board; he is a

former leader of the Wine Hill Toppers 4-H Club, having led for
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25 years; he is a member of St. Mark's Luthern Church in

Steeleville and was a member of St. Mark's Lutheran School

Board for six years and a 13-year member of the Steeleville

Community Unit School District; and
