Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Departnent of Human Services Act is

anended by adding Section 10-26 as foll ows:

Sec. 10-26. Child care capital investnent program

(a) The Departnent shall develop and inplenent a «child

care capital investnent program The purposes of the program

are as foll ows:

(1) To assess the need for additional |icensed

child care providers in |owincone conmunities.

(2) To provide planning and techni cal assi stance to

prepare child care provi ders for maki ng capi tal

i nvest nent s.

(3) To provide grants as part of a financing

package to build new child care capacity in high-need

communi ties throughout the State.

(b) The Departnent's inplenentation of the program must

i nclude the follow ng features:

(1) Conpl etion of a denogr aphi cs- based needs

assessnent of subsidized full-day, full-year <child care

in Illinois.

(2) Issuance of requests for proposals to child

care providers who are seeking new facilities or seeking

renovations to expand existing capacity. Proposals mnust

be submtted in 2 parts:

(A  An initial i ndi cation of i nt er est,

including a project description, community benefits

and cost estimates, and private fundi ng sources.

(B) Subnission of a full application for a
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grant, including a project budget and tinetable,

after consi der ati on of t he needs assessnent

conpl eted under paragraph (1) and, if appropriate,

after the provision of technical assistance fromthe

Depart ment.

(3) Conduct of outreach and training for interested

child care providers in Illinois on topics including, but

not limted to: property ownership and nanagenent;

fundrai sing; construction and devel opnent processes:; and

other pertinent technical assistance. The outreach and

training may i nclude the convening of a roundtable on

child care facility design

(4) Sel ection of pr oj ect s, usi ng t he

r equest - f or - pr oposal process, to receive qgrants. | n

selecting projects for grants, the Department must

consider at | east the foll owi ng:

(1) Wether a proposed project will address

priorities identified in the needs assessnent

conpl et ed under paragraph (1).

(2) Wiether a proposed project will feature

coordi nated project nanagenent that wll maxim ze

econoni es of scale and nmininze costs.

(3) How favorabl y a pr oposed project's

financing structure conpares with a standard of 60%

equity and 40% debt.
