Sec. 119-5. Execution of Death Sentence.

(a) (1) A defendant sentenced to death shall be executed
by an intravenous adm nistration of a lethal quantity of
an ultrashort-acting barbiturate in conbination wth a

chem cal paralytic agent and potassium chloride or other
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equal |y effective substances sufficient to cause death

until death is pronounced by a coroner who is not a

I i censed physici an aecordi ng- -t o--accept ed- - st andar ds- - of

redt eal - practt ce.

(2) If the execution of the sentence of death as
provided in par agr aph (1) IS hel d illegal or
unconsti tuti onal by a reviewing court of conpetent
jurisdiction, the sentence of death shall be carried out
by el ectrocution.

(b) In pronouncing the sentence of death the court shal
set the date of the execution which shall be not |ess than 60
nor nore than 90 days fromthe date sentence is pronounced.

(c) A sentence of death shall be executed at a
Department of Corrections facility.

(d) The warden of the penitentiary shall supervise such
execution, which shall be conducted in the presence of 6
w tnesses who shall certify the execution of the sentence.
The «certification shall be filed with the clerk of the court
t hat i nposed the sentence.

(d-5) The Departnent of Corrections shall not request,

require, or allow a health <care practitioner licensed in

Il1linois, including but not limted to physicians and nurses,

regardl ess of enploynent, to participate in an execution.

(e) Except as otherw se provided in this subsection (e),

the identity of executioners and ot her per sons who
participate or perform ancillary functions in an execution
and information contained in records that would identify
t hose persons shall remain confidential, shall not be subject
to disclosure, and shall not be adm ssible as evidence or be
di scoverable in any action of any kind in any court or before
any tribunal, board, agency, or person. In order to protect
the confidentiality of persons participating in an execution,
the Director of Corrections may direct that the Departnent

make paynments in cash for such services. 1n_confidential
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i nvestigations by the Departnent of Professional Reqgul ation,

the Department of Corrections shall disclose the nanes and

li cense nunbers of health care practitioners participating or

per f orn ng ancillary functions in an execution to the

Departnment of Professional Requl ation and the Departnent of

Prof essi onal Requl ation shall forward those nanes and |li cense

nunbers to the appropriate disciplinary boards.
