(a) The Chicago School s Academ ¢ Accountability Council,
hereinafter in this Section referred to as the "Council™
shall be <created as provided in this Section to assist the
board and the State Board of Education in ensuring the
continuous inprovenent in all schools operated by the board.

(b) The purpose of the Council is to develop and
i npl ement a conprehensive system of review, evaluation, and
anal ysis of school performance wthin the Chicago public
school s.

(c) The Trustees in consultation with the State Board of
Educati on shall establish the Chicago Schools Academc
Accountability Council to devel op and inplenment an eval uation
system of the academ c achi evenent of schools in districts
having a population that exceeds 500,000. The Trustees, in
consultation with the State Board of Education, shal
determine the size and makeup of the Council, the terns of
office of its nenbers, and the process for appointnent,

renmoval , and repl acenment of Council nenbers. Evaluations wll
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be provided to the Trustees, the chief educational officer,
the respective principals, the respective |[ocal school
counci | s, and t he State Superintendent of Education.
Eval uati ons nay make recomendati ons to support future school
i nprovenent, including recognition for exenplary achi evenent,
and initiation of renmediation, probation, intervention, or
cl osure for an attendance center not neeting academc
standards. Consultation with the State Board of Education
shall be directed at ensuring consistency of evaluations and
preventing duplicative evaluation efforts.

(d) Nothing in this Section is designed to limt or
otherwise affect the general powers and responsibilities of
the chief educational officer to intervene or otherw se act
with respect to any attendance center not neeting standards
of academ c performance and inprovenent specified by the
board, including intervention or action through renediation,
probation, intervention or closure.

(e) The Trustees and the chief educational officer my
request the Council to conduct or arrange for eval uations of
educati onal progranms, policies, and procedures as may be
deened necessary to ensure the academc progress of the
attendance centers in the system

(f) The annual budget of the Council shall be determ ned
by the Trustees. Revenues needed to support the operations
of the Council may be derived fromany avail abl e sources,
including, but not limted to, State aid received by the
board that was previously paid to the School Finance
Authority. Revenues may also be derived from grants and
ot her contributions fromcivic, business, and comrunity-based
foundati ons and from ot her private sources.

(g) The Council shall be subject to the provisions of
the Open Meetings Act and the Freedom of Information Act.
