Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Code of Civil Procedure is anended, if and
only if House Bill 2784 of the 93rd General Assenbly becones
law in the formin which it passed the CGeneral Assenbly, by

changi ng Section 2-1117 as foll ows:

Sec. 2-1117. Joint liability.

Except as provided in Section 2-1118, in actions on
account of bodily injury or death or physical damage to
property, based on negligence, or product liability based on
strict tort liability, all defendants found liable are
jointly and severally liable for plaintiff's past and future
medi cal and nedically rel ated expenses. Any defendant whose
fault, as determned by the trier of fact, is less than 25%
of the total fault attributable to the plaintiff, the
defendants sued by the plaintiff, and any third party
def endant except the plaintiff's enployer, shall be severally
liable for all other damages. Any defendant whose fault, as
determned by the trier of fact, is 25% or greater of the
total fault attributable to the plaintiff, the defendants
sued by the plaintiff, and any third party defendants except

the plaintiff's enployer whe--could--have-been-sued-by-the

ptatntiff, shall be jointly and severally Iliable for al
ot her damages.
