C. The powers and duties of the State Board of Education
shall enconpass all duties delegated to the Ofice of
Superintendent of Public Instruction on January 12, 1975,
except as the law providing for such powers and duties is
t hereafter anmended, and such other powers and duties as the
CGener al Assenbly shall designate. The Board shall be
responsi bl e for the educational policies and guidelines for
public schools, pre-school through grade 12 and Vocati onal
Education in the State of Illinois. The Board shall analyze
the present and future ains, needs, and requirenents of
education in the State of Illinois and recommend to the
Ceneral Assenbly the powers which should be exercised by the
Boar d.

United States that, if commtted or attenpted in this State,
woul d have been puni shable as a felony under the laws of this
State. Authorization for the investigation shall be furnished
by the applicant to the school district, except that if the
applicant is a substitute teacher seeking enploynent in nore
than one school district, a teacher seeking concurrent
part-time enpl oynent positions with nore than one school
district (as a reading specialist, special education teacher
or otherw se), or an educational support personnel enployee
seeki ng enpl oynent positions with nore than one district, any
such district may require the applicant to furnish
aut horization for the i nvestigation to t he regi onal
superintendent of the educational service region in which are
| ocated the school districts in which the applicant is
seeki ng enpl oynent as a substitute or concurrent part-tinme
teacher or concurrent educational support personnel enployee.
Upon receipt of this authorization, the school district or
t he appropriate regional superintendent, as the case may be,
shall submt the applicant's nanme, sex, race, date of birth
and social security nunber to the Departnment of State Police
on forns prescri bed by the Departnment.

in the State Police Services Fund and shall not exceed the
cost of the inquiry; and the applicant shall not be charged a
fee for such investigation by the school district or by the
regi onal superintendent. The regional superintendent may
seek reinbursenent fromthe State Board of Education or the
appropriate school district or districts for fees paid by the
regional superintendent to the Departnent for the crimnal
background investigations required by this Section.

The participating community college shall bill each
participating student's school district for an anount equal
to the per capita cost of operating the community coll ege
attended or a <charge for participation may be mnmade in
accordance with the joint agreenent between the community
college district and the student's school district. Such
agreenent shall not provide for paynents in excess of the
actual cost of operating the course or courses in which the
student is enrolled. Participating high schools may use
State aid nonies to pay the charges.

prograns need not be certified by the Professional Teacher

(a) The General Assenbly finds and decl ares t hat
principals and teachers of students with disabilities require
training and gui dance that provide ways for working
successfully wth children who have difficulties conformng
to acceptable behavioral patterns in order to provide an
environment in which learning can occur. It is the intent of
the General Assenbly:

(1) That when behavioral interventions are used,
they be wused in consideration of the pupil's physical
freedom and social interaction, and be adm nistered in a
manner that respects human dignity and personal privacy
and that ensures a pupil's right to placenent in the
| east restrictive educational environment.

(2) That behavioral managenent plans be devel oped
and used, to the extent possible, in a consistent manner
when a | ocal educational agency has placed the pupil in a
day or residential setting for education purposes.

(3) That a statew de study be conducted of the use
of behavi or al i nterventions W th students W th
disabilities receiving special education and related

servi ces.
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(4) That training pr ogr ans be devel oped and
inplenmented in institutions of higher education that
train teachers, and that in-service training prograns be
made available as necessary in school districts, in
educat i onal service centers, and by regi onal
superintendents of schools to assure that adequately
trained staff are available to work effectively with the
behavi or al i ntervention needs of students W th
di sabilities.

this Code. Certificate holders wth nmultiple certificates
shal |l develop a certificate renewal plan that addresses only
that certificate or those certificates that are required of
his or her certificated teaching position, if the certificate
hol der is enployed and performng services in an |Illinois
public or State-operated elenentary school, secondary school,
or cooperative or joint agreenent with a governing body or
board of control, or that certificate or those certificates
nost closely related to his or her teaching position, if the
certificate holder is enployed in a charter school.

cl assroom teachers that conme within the |ocal professional
devel opment commttee's authority. The school district,
charter school, or governing body or board of <control of a
cooperative or j oi nt agr eenent shal | select the 2
non-cl assroom t eacher menbers (the superintendent or chief
adm nistrator of the school district, charter school, or
cooperative or joint agreenent or his or her designee and the

at-large nenber) of a | ocal pr of essi onal devel opnent

The excl usive representative responsi ble for choosing the
i ndividuals that serve on a regional professional devel opnent
review conmttee shall notify each school district, charter
school , or governing body or board of control of a
cooperative or joint agreenment enploying the individuals
chosen to serve and provide their names to the appropriate
regi onal superintendent of schools. Regi onal prof essi onal
devel opnment review conmmttee neetings shall be schedul ed so
as not to interfere wth the commttee nenbers' regularly

or otherw se), or an educational support personnel enployee

| ocated the school districts in which the applicant is
seeki ng enpl oynent as a substitute or concurrent part-tinme
t eacher or concurrent educational support personnel enployee.

ot her designation of trainee status. Supervi sed experience
in which the supervisor receives nonetary paynent or other
considerations fromthe supervisee or in which the supervisor
is hired by or otherw se enpl oyed by the supervisee shall not
be accepted by the Departnent as fulfilling the practicum
internship or 2 years of satisfactory supervised experience
requirenents for licensure.

However, nothing in this paragraph
prohibits a school psychologist from nmaking evaluations,
recommendations or interventions regarding the placenent of
children in educational prograns or speci al educati on
classes, nor shall it prohibit school psychol ogists from
provi di ng clinical psychol ogi cal services under t he
supervision of a Ilicensed clinical psychol ogist. Thi s
par agr aph shall not be construed to mandate insurance
conpani es to rei nburse school psychol ogists directly for the
services of school psychologists. Nothing in this paragraph
shal |l be construed to exclude anyone duly licensed under this
Act from offering psychological services in the schoo

setting. School psychol ogists providing services under the
provi sions of this paragraph shall not provide such services
outside their enploynent to any child who is a student in the
district or districts which enploy such school psychol ogist.
School psychol ogi sts, as described in this paragraph, shal

be under the regulatory authority of ¢the--State--Board--of

Fduecat+ on--and the Prof essi onal Teacher Standards Board State

JTeacher-Certificati on-Board.
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(d) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to limt the
activities and use of the official title of "psychol ogist” on
the part of a person not I|icensed under this Act who
possesses a doctoral degree earned in a program concentrated
primarily on the study of psychology and is an academ c
enpl oyee of a duly chartered institution of higher education
insofar as such person engages in public speaking with or
wi t hout remuneration, provided that such person is not in any
manner held out to the public as practicing clinical
psychology as defined in paragraph 5 of Section 2 of this
Act, unless he or she has been licensed under the provisions
of this Act.

(e) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to regul ate,
control, or restrict the clinical practice of any person
licensed, registered, or certified in this State under any
ot her Act, provided that such person is not in any nmanner
held out to the public as rendering clinical psychol ogi cal
services as defined in paragraph 7 of Section 2 of this Act.

(f) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to limt the
activities and use of the title "psychologist” on the part of
a person who practices psychology and (i) who possesses a
doctoral degree earned in a programconcentrated primrily on
t he study of psychol ogy; and (ii) whose services involve the
devel opnent and application of psychological theory and
met hodol ogy to problens of organizations and problens of
individuals and groups in organizational settings; and
provided further that such person is not in any manner held
out to the public as practicing clinical psychology and is
not held out to the public by any title, description or
designation stating or inplying that he or she is a «clinical
psychol ogi st unless he or she has been |icensed under the
provi sions of this Act.

Sec. 15. Exenptions.

(a) This Act does not prohibit any persons legally
regulated in this State by any other Act fromengaging in the
practice for which they are authorized as |long as they do not
represent t hensel ves by t he title of "professional
counselor”, "licensed professional counselor", "clinical
prof essional counselor”, or "licensed clinical professional
counselor". This Act does not prohibit the practice of
nonregul ated professions whose practitioners are engaged in
the delivery of human services as long as these practitioners
do not represent thenselves as or use the title of
"professional counselor”, "licensed professional counselor",
"clinical professional counselor”, or "licensed clinical
pr of essi onal counsel or".

(b) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to limt the
activities and services of a student, intern, or resident in
prof essi onal counseling or clinical professional counseling
seeking to fulfill educational requirements in order to
qualify for a license under this Act if these activities and
services constitute a part of the student's supervised course
of study, or an individual seeking to fulfill the post-degree
experience requirenents in order to qualify for licensing
under this Act, as long as the activities and services are
not conducted in an independent practice, as defined in this
Act, if the activities and services are supervised as
specified in this Act, and that the student, intern, or
resident is designated by atitle "intern" or "resident" or

ot her designation of trainee status. Nothing contained in
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this Section shall be construed to permt students, interns,
or residents to offer their services as pr of essi onal
counselors or clinical professional counselors to any other
person and to accept renuneration for such professional
counseling or clinical professional counseling services other
than as specifically excepted in this Section, unless they
have been |icensed under this Act.

(c) Corporations, partnerships, and associations may
enpl oy practicum students, interns, or post-degree candi dates
seeking to fulfill educat i onal requirenents or t he
prof essi onal experience requirenments needed to qualify for a
license under this Act if their activities and services
constitute a part of the student's supervised course of study
or post-degree professional experience requirenents. Nothing
in this paragraph shall prohibit a corporation, partnership,
or association fromcontracting with a licensed health care
prof essional to provide services that they are licensed to
provi de.

(d) Nothing in this Act shall prevent the enpl oynent, by
a professional counselor or clinical professional counsel or,
person, association, partnership, or a corporation furnishing
prof essi onal counseling or clinical professional counseling
servi ces for remuneration, of persons not |icensed as
prof essi onal counselors or clinical professional counselors
under this Act to performservices in various capacities as
needed if these persons are not in any manner held out to the
public or do not hold thenselves out to the public by any
title or designation stating or inplying that they are
pr of essi onal counsel ors or clinical professional counselors.

(e) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to limt the
services of a person, not |icensed under the provisions of
this Act, in the enploy of a federal, State, county, or
muni ci pal agency or ot her political subdi vision or

not-for-profit corporation providing human services if (1)
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the services are a part of the duties in his or her salaried
position, (2) the services are perforned solely on behalf of
his or her enployer, and (3) that person does not in any
manner represent hinself or herself as or use the title of
"professional counselor”, "licensed professional counselor",
"clinical professional counselor”, or "licensed clinical
pr of essi onal counsel or".

(f) Duly recogni zed menber s of any religious
organi zation shall not be restricted fromfunctioning in
their mnisterial capacity provided they do not represent

thenmselves as being professional counselors or clinical

pr of essi onal counsel ors, or as providing "professional
counseling"” or "clinical professional counseling”. This Act
shall not apply or be construed so as to apply to the

enpl oyees or agents of a church or religious organi zation or
an organi zation owned, controlled, or affiliated with a
church or religious organization, unl ess t he chur ch,
religious organization, or owned, controlled, or affiliated
organi zati on designates or holds these enployees or agents
out to the public as professional counselors or clinical
pr of essi onal counselors or holds out their services as being
"pr of essi onal counsel i ng" or "clinical pr of essi onal
counsel i ng".

(g) Nothing in this Act shall prohibit individuals not
licensed under the provisions of this Act who work in
self-help groups or progranms or not-for-profit organizations
from providing services in those groups, progranms, oOr
organi zations, as long as those persons are not in any manner
hel d out to the public as practicing professional counseling
or clinical pr of essi onal counseling, or do not hold
t hensel ves out to the public by any title or designation
stating or inplying that they are professional counselors or
clinical professional counselors.

(h) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to limt the
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activities and wuse of the official title of "professional
counselor" or "clinical professional counselor” on the part
of a person not licensed under this Act who is an academ c
enpl oyee of a duly chartered institution of higher education
and who holds educational and professional qualifications
equi valent to those required for licensing under this Act,
insofar as such activities are perfornmed in the person's role
as an academ c enpl oyee, or insofar as such person engages in
public speaking with or w thout renuneration.

(1) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to require
licensure under this Act or limt the services of a schoo

counselor certified by the Professional Teacher Standards

Board State--Teacher--Certification--Board and enployed as
authorized by Section 10-22-24a or any other provision of
the School Code as long as that person is not in any manner
held out to the public as a "professional counselor" or
"clinical professional counselor” or does not hold out his or
her services as being "professional counseling” or "clinical
pr of essi onal counseling".

(Jj) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to require
any hospital, clinic, honme health agency, hospice, or other
entity that provides health care to enploy or to contract
with a person |icensed under this Act to provide professional
counseling or clinical professional counseling services.
These persons my not hold thenselves out or represent
t hensel ves to the public as being |icensed under this Act.

(k) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to require
licensure under this Act or limt the services of a person
enployed by a private elenentary or secondary school who
provi des counseling within the scope of his or her enpl oynent
as long as that person is not in any manner held out to the
public as a " pr of essi onal counsel or" or "clinical
prof essional counselor” or does not hold out his or her

services as being "professional counseling” or "clinical
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pr of essi onal counseling".

(I') Nothing in this Act shall be construed to require
licensure under this Act or limt the services of a rape
crisis counselor who 1is an enployee or volunteer of a rape
crisis organi zation as defined in Section 8-802.1 of the Code
of Civil Procedure as long as that person is not 1in any
manner held out to the public as a "professional counselor”
or "clinical professional counselor” or does not hold out his
or her services as being "professional counseling" or
"clinical professional counseling".

(m Nothing in this Act shall be construed to prevent
any |icensed social worker, licensed clinical social worker,
or i censed clinical psychol ogi st from practicing
pr of essi onal counseling as long as that person is not in any
manner held out to the public as a "professional counselor™
or "clinical professional counselor” or does not hold out his
or her services as being "professional counseling" or
"clinical professional counseling".

(n) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to limt the
activities and use of the official title of "professional
counselor™ or "clinical professional counselor” on the part
of a person not |icensed under this Act who is a physician
licensed to practice mnedicine in all of its branches under
t he Medical Practice Act of 1987.

(o) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to require
licensure wunder this Act or limt the services of a donestic
vi ol ence counselor who is an enployee or volunteer of a
donestic violence program as defined in Section 227 of the
II'linois Donmestic Violence Act of 1986.
