Section 5. The Public UWilities Act is anmended by

changi ng Section 9-223 as foll ows:

Sec. 9-223. Fire protection charge. The Conm ssion may

authorize any public wutility engaged in the production,
storage, transm ssion, sale, delivery or furnishing of water
to inpose a fire protection charge, in addition to any rate
authorized by this Act, sufficient to cover a reasonable
portion of the cost of providing the capacity, facilities and
the water necessary to neet the fire protection needs of any
muni ci pality or public fire protection district. Such fire
protection charge shall be in the formof a fixed anount per
bill and shall be shown separately on the utility bill of
each custonmer of the nunicipality or fire protection
district. Any filing by a public utility to inpose such a
fire protection charge or to nodify a charge shall be nmade
pursuant to Section 9-201 of this Act. Any fire protection
charge inposed shall reflect the <costs associated wth
providing fire protection service for each nunicipality or
fire protection district. No such charge shall be inposed
directly on any nmunicipality or fire protection district for
a reasonable level of fire protection services unless
provided for in a separate agreenent between the nunicipality
or the fire protection district and the utility.
