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AN ACT concerning driver's licenses.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. Section 6-106 of the Illinois Vehicle Code is

anended as foll ows:

Sec. 6-106. Application for license or instruction
permt.
(a) Every application for any perm t or i cense

authorized to be issued under this Act shall be nade upon a
formfurnished by the Secretary of State. Every application
shall be acconpanied by the proper fee and paynent of such
fee shall entitle the applicant to not nore than 3 attenpts
to pass the examnation within a period of 1 year after the
date of application.

(b) Every application shall state the name, social
security nunber, zip code, date of birth, sex, and residence
address of the applicant; briefly describe the applicant;
state whether the applicant has theretofore been |icensed as
a driver, and, if so, when and by what state or country, and
whet her any such |icense has ever been cancelled, suspended,
revoked or refused, and, if so, the date and reason for such
cancel |l ati on, suspension, revocation or ref usal ; shal
include an affirmation by the applicant that all information
set forth is true and correct; and shall bear the applicant's
si gnat ur e. The application form my also require t he
statenment of such additional relevant information as the
Secretary of State shall deem necessary to determne the
applicant's conpetency and eligibility. The Secretary of
State may in his discretion substitute a federal tax nunber

inlieu of a social security nunber, or he may instead assign
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an additional distinctive nunber in lieu thereof, where an
applicant is prohibited by bona fide religious convictions
from applying or is exenpt from applying for a social
security nunber. The Secretary of State shall, however
determ ne which religious orders or sects have such bona fide
religious convictions. The Secretary of State may, in his
di scretion, by rule or regul ati on, provi de t hat an
application for a drivers license or permt may include a
sui t abl e phot ograph of the applicant in the form prescribed
by the Secretary, and he may further provide that each
drivers license shall include a photograph of the driver. The
Secretary of State may utilize a photograph process or system
nost suitable to deter alteration or inproper reproduction of
a drivers license and to prevent substitution of another
phot o t her eon.

However, a docunented, leqgal alien shall be able to bring

their Departnent of Immgration and Naturalization Service

docunents (1-94, 1-551, H4, visas, etc.) to denonstrate to

the Secretary of State that they are legal aliens. The

Secretary shall verify the docunents with the Departnent of

Imm gration and Naturalization Service. |f the Secretary

verifies the leqgitimacy of the legal alien's residency

status, the Secretary shall, within six weeks, issue a letter

of permission for the legal alien to receive a social

security nunber for the sole purpose of obtaining a driver's

license.

(c) The application formshall include a notice to the
applicant of the registration obligations of sex offenders
under the Sex O fender Registration Act. The notice shall be
provided in a formand manner prescribed by the Secretary of
St at e. For purposes of this subsection (c), "sex offender”
has the neaning ascribed to it in Section 2 of the Sex

O fender Registration Act.

(d) Any nmale United States citizen or inmmgrant who
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applies for any permt or license authorized to be issued
under this Act or for a renewal of any permt or |icense, and
who is at least 18 years of age but |ess than 26 years of
age, nust be registered in conpliance with the requirenents
of the federal MIlitary Selective Service Act. The Secretary
of State nust forward in an electronic format the necessary
personal information regarding the applicants identified in
this subsection (d) to the Selective Service System The
applicant's signature on the application serves as an
i ndication that the applicant either has already registered
with the Selective Service Systemor that he is authorizing
the Secretary to forward to the Sel ective Service System the
necessary information for registration. The Secretary nust
notify the applicant at the time of application that his
signature constitutes consent to registration wth the
Sel ective Service System if he is not already registered.
