WHEREAS, M. Tonkovick was a nmenber of nunerous civic and
prof essional organizations; he served as President of the
North Chicago Club of Rotary International and North Chicago
Little League, and was the first President of Partners in
Progress Wth North Chicago School District 187 Foundation;
