  Section 5.  The sum of  $500,000, or so much of that 4 

amount as may be necessary, is appropriated from the General 5 

Revenue Fund to the Department of Human Services to conduct a 6 

best practices study for the treatment of methamphetamine 7 

users and addicts and to prepare a report of the Department’s 8 

findings for the General Assembly and the public. 9
