WHEREAS, Mr. Shafer was diagnosed with polycystic kidney

disease two years ago, a disease that covers both the inside

and outside of the kidneys in cysts; as a result of his

illness, he took five medications a day, including shots that

he administered himself; his mother had volunteered one of her

kidneys, but was not a perfect match; Patsy Donahue's kidney

was; and

because her father was the recipient of a bone marrow donation;
