Effective July 1, 2007.

Section 5. The following amounts, or so much of those
amounts as may be necessary, are appropriated from the
General Revenue Fund to the Department of Public Health for
the following purposes:

(1) To develop and evaluate 5 model,

comprehensive programs statewide that

include suicide prevention, intervention,

and post-vention in order to provide

replicable, evidenced-based outcomes

that other communities and service

providers can use with

(2) To develop and enhance the capacity

of community gatekeepers statewide

through community-based mini-grants to

increase suicide prevention and early

intervention skills through local education

Section 10. The sum of $250,000, or so much of that
amount as may be necessary, 1s appropriated from the General
Revenue Fund to the Department of Human Services to develop
and enhance the <capacity of health service providers
statewide to increase suicide prevention and early
intervention skills through local education by experts in the

field.

Section 15. The sum of $250,000, or so much of that
amount as may be necessary, 1s appropriated from the General
Revenue Fund to the Department on Aging to develop and
enhance the capacity of service providers to the aging
population in TIllinois on suicide prevention and early

intervention skills.

Section 20. The sum of $250,000, or so much of that
amount as may be necessary, 1s appropriated from the General
Revenue Fund to the Department of Children and Family
Services to develop and enhance service provider skills to
traumatized children in the child welfare system on suicide

prevention and early intervention.

Section 25. The following amounts, or so much of those
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amounts as may be necessary, are appropriated from the
General Revenue Fund to the Illinois State Board of Education
to support and build the following school-based initiatives:
(1) For professional development related to suicide

prevention, and mental and emotional
