WHEREAS, The growing reputation of superior quality
performances of the Elmhurst Symphony has expanded enormously
with the nationally renowned leadership of Dr. Stephen Alltop,
who is now in his 15th season as the Elmhurst Symphony
Orchestra's Music Director; under Dr. Alltop's direction, the
Elmhurst Symphony completed a performance cycle of Beethoven's
Symphonies, presented Mahler's Symphonies 1, 2, and 3, and has
given world premieres of works by Alan Terricciano, Jan Bach,
James Clemens, Miguel del Aguila, Frank Ferko, and Maxwell
Raimi; the Elmhurst Symphony has also received recognition from
the Illinois Council of Orchestras for innovative programming,

volunteer activities, and overall achievement; and

of hard work, integrity, and dedication for the people of the
