Association; on April 11, 2010, Les celebrated the 100th
anniversary of Skinner Amusements with a gathering of past and
present employees; he was a hard worker and was dedicated to
making sure the rides were running safely, even if that meant

that he would personally have to do the repair work; and

WHEREAS, He enjoyed basketball and football; and

WHEREAS, Leslie Skinner was preceded in death by his
parents, Agnes and William Skinner; his Dbrothers, Dean and
Harold Skinner; his niece, Deanette Carter; his nephews, Jay

Reinhard and Douglas Skinner; and his uncle, Sam Saud; and
