WHEREAS, The Massage Licensing Act was enacted in 2003 in

large part due to the tireless volunteer effort of Maureen; and

WHEREAS, In acknowledgment of her dedication to the welfare

of the citizens of Illinois and her fellow massage therapists,

Maureen received the first license issued by the Department of

Financial and Professional Regulation in 2004; and
