Arlington Heights; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Duffy is one of the most beloved and trusted
lobbyists in the Illinois State Capitol and has became known
for his chief negotiating skills on tough legislative matters;

WHEREAS, Mr. Duffy is known 1in the Capitol for his
knowledge on gaming issues and higher education, among others;
he has lobbied for the Illinois Board of Higher Education, the
