WHEREAS, He was active in many Lake County chambers of
commerce, the Navy League, the Illinois Press Foundation Board
of Directors, served the Lake County Fair as historian, the Red
Cross, and the Long Lake Yacht Club, where he served as
Commodore and Judge; he also served on the boards of Condell
Hospital, Fox Lake State Bank, and Carmel Catholic High School;

WHEREAS, His favorite hobbies were gardening, boating,

reading, music, and rooting for the Chicago Cubs; and

WHEREAS, William Schroeder is survived by his wife of
almost 50 vyears, Nancy; his children, William (Lisa), Jill
(Bill) McDermott, Karen (Jim) Miller, and Robert (Elise); his
grandchildren, Erika, John, Alexandra, Nicole, Thomas,
Caroline, Marshall, and William; and his brother, Robert
