WHEREAS, When their youngest child was about 4, Anne Bannor
went back to school and received a bachelor's degree from
Chicago Teachers College (now Northeastern Illinois
University) 1in the 1960s; she went on to get her master's
degree as well; for nearly 3 decades, she taught at several
Chicago public schools, including Brentano and Budlong; she
later became associate principal at Harlan High School on the

Bannor, Todd Bannor, Marcy Bannor, and Brett Bannor; her
