Any student

discipline policy furnished to parents, guardians, or students

must include this rule and any penalty for violating this rule

and must also specify if there are any local, State, or federal

laws or penalties concerning the sending of sexually explicit

images or text through the use of a computer, cellular phone,

or other portable electronic device.

Sec. 34-18.49. Sexting rules. The board shall adopt a rule

regarding the sending of sexually explicit text or images by

students through the use of a computer, cellular phone, or

other portable electronic device. Any student discipline

policy furnished to parents, guardians, or students must
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include this rule and any penalty for violating this rule and

must also specify if there are any local, State, or federal

laws or penalties concerning the sending of sexually explicit

images or text through the use of a computer, cellular phone,

or other portable electronic device.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect upon

becoming law.
