Addison since 1972; and

Water Commission from 2002 to 2010, for which he chaired the

commission's Administrative Committee from 2004 to 2008; he

also served as president of the DuPage Mayors and Managers

Conference from 2004 to 2006, at which he chaired the

conference's Legislative Committee; he also represented DuPage

County on the executive board of the Metropolitan Mayors

Caucus; and

WHEREAS, Mayor Larry Hartwig has worked on many development

initiatives in Addison including the opening of the Elmhurst

Memorial Addison Health Center in 2012, the redeveloped retail
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sites on Addison's west side, and the completion of the

Friendship Plaza campus as a home to the Village of Addison,

the Addison Police Department, the Addison Public Library, and

the offices of DuPage High School District 88; and

WHEREAS, Mayor Larry Hartwig will be honored at a

retirement dinner on April 21, 2013, at Medinah Shriners

Banquets in Addison; therefore, be it
