of a Master Plan for Norridge and served as a member of the

Emergency Telephone System Board; and

WHEREAS, In 2009, Ronald Oppedisano was elected as Norridge

Village President following the death of his friend and Village

President, Earl J. Field; and

WHEREAS, Ronald Oppedisano has volunteered countless hours

as a coach in various Norridge Youth Activities sports programs

and with the Ridgewood High School Parents club; and

WHEREAS, Ronald Oppedisano is the owner of a real estate

appraisal and consulting firm, having been awarded the MAI,

CAE, and CIAO professional appraisal designations; and

WHEREAS, Ronald Oppedisano and his wife, Linda, have raised

3 children, Tina, Lisa, and Vince, in the Village of Norridge;
