WHEREAS, Through her efforts, 23 acres of prairie and
wetlands on the northwest side of Chicago were saved from
development and designated as the Dunning-Read Conservation

Area; and

WHEREAS, Erma's leadership encouraged and supported
partnerships with many kindred organizations, including, but
not limited to the Chicago Park District, the Forest Preserve
District of Cook County, Friends of the River, Friends of the
Forest Preserves, Openlands, and the Chicago Area Runners

Association; and
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WHEREAS, After 33 years of exemplary service to Illinois,
Erma plans to leave Friends of the Parks in order to take on a
new challenge, Dbringing medical supplies to Guatemalan
