Heights, the East St. Louis chapter was chartered and 40 ladies
from various social and economic stratums of the community were

inducted; and

WHEREAS, Since its inception, the East St. Louis chapter
has provided outstanding and exemplary programs and services,
including adoption of the Virgil Calvert Nursing Home (Nathan
Care), building Habitat for Humanity homes, the Status of Women
"Women of Courage" program, adoption and decoration of a room
at the "Call for Help" facility for battered women, preparing

and mailing care packages to women serving in Iraq through the
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Healthy Choice Program, and collaborating with the East St.

Louis Senior Citizens Health Fair Consortium; and
