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Commission, the Economic Development Commission, and the
Matteson Village Board; she was a member of the Matteson
Library Board, the Illinois Philharmonic Orchestra Board, the
American Cancer Society Board, and the Matteson District 162
School Board; she was a member of the Matteson Rotary Club,

where she served as the first female President; and

Township Assessors Association as well as the Marshall Thoreau
Award for distinguished professional and personal dedication;
the Matteson Area Chamber of Commerce honored her with the
Athena Award for excellence in her profession, providing
valuable community services, and promoting support of

named the Shirley J. Green Senior Center; and

WHEREAS, Shirley Green was preceded in death by her
