employed at Cyclone Fence in North Chicago; after retirement,

he spent many years working security at St. Therese Hospital in

Waukegan; and

WHEREAS, In October of 2012, Daniel Kerpan and his brother,

Mike, joined 104 other World War II veterans on a Chicago-area

Honor Flight for a tour of Washington, D.C.; and

WHEREAS, Daniel Kerpan was a member of St. Anastasia

Catholic Church and The Holy Name Society for more than 50

years; he served on many fund raising projects and was a

dedicated worker at Wednesday Night Bingo; he was also a member
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of the Knights of Columbus and Lodge 848 of the Croatian

Fraternal Union; his greatest love was golf and he was a

longtime member of the Bonnie Brook Golf Club; he was paid a

special tribute at the family's 50th Annual Kerpan Open for

organizing the golf tournament in 1957; he loved watching golf

tournaments and the Chicago Cubs, Bears, and the Bulls; and
