Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 90. The Energency Medical Services (EMS)

Systens Act is anended by changi ng Section 3.70 as foll ows:

Sec. 3.70. Energency Medical Dispatcher.

(a) "Energency Medical D spatcher” nmeans a person who
has successfully conpleted a dispatching course neeting or
exceeding the national curriculum of +the United States
Departnent of Transportation in accordance with rul es adopted
by the Departnent pursuant to this Act, who accepts calls
fromthe public for energency nedical services and di spatches
desi gnat ed energency nedi cal services personnel and vehicles.
The Enmergency Medical Dispatcher may or may not provide
prearrival mnedical instructions to the caller, at t he
discretion of the entity or agency that enploys him Such
instructions shall be provided in accordance wth protocols
established by the EM5 Medical Director of the EMS Systemin
whi ch the di spatcher operates. |If the dispatcher operates
under the authority of an Emergency Tel ephone System Board
establ i shed under the Energency Tel ephone System Act, the
protocols shall be established by such Board in consultation
with the EMS Medical Director. Persons who have already
conpleted a course of instruction in enmergency nedical
di spatch based on, equivalent to or exceeding the national
curriculumof the United States Departnent of Transportation,
or as otherwise approved by the Departnent, shall be
considered Energency Medical Dispatchers on the effective
date of this anendatory Act.

(b) The Departnent shall have t he authority and

(1) Prescribe education and continuing education

requi renents for the Energency Medical D spatcher, which
meet or exceed the national curriculumof the United
States Departnent of Transportation, t hr ough rul es
adopt ed pursuant to this Act;

(2) Require the Enmergency Medical Dispatcher to
notify the Departnment of the EMS Systen(s) in which he
oper at es;
