(a) As used in this Section, "mnority group” neans

individuals of African, H spanic, Native Anerican, or Asian

descent.

(b) Beqginning on the effective date of this anendatory

Act of the 92 Ceneral Assenbly and for a 2-year period

thereafter, each tine a peace officer stops a driver of a

notor vehicle for a violation of any notor vehicle statute or

or di nance, t hat of ficer shal | r eport the follow ng

information to the | aw enforcenent agency that enploys the

officer:

(1) The age, gender, and race or mnority group of

the individual stopped;

(2) The traffic violation or violations alleged to

have been committed that led to the stop;

(3) Wiether a search was conducted as a result of
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(4) |If a search was conduct ed, whet her t he

individual consented to the search, the probabl e cause

for the search, whether the person was searched, whether

the person's property was searched, and the duration of

t he search:;

(5) Wiether any contraband was discovered in the

course of the search and the type of any contraband

di scover ed;

(6) Wiether any warning or citation was issued as a

result of the stop;

(7) If a warning or citation was issued, the

viol ati on charged or warni nqg provided;

(8) Wiether an arrest was nmade as a result of

either the stop or the search

(9) If an arrest was nade, the crinme charged; and

(10) The | ocation of the stop.

Thi s i nformati on may be reported using a format

deternined by the Departnent of State Police that uses

existing citation and report forns.

(c) Each |law enforcenent agency shall conpile the data

descri bed in subsection (b) of this Section for the cal endar

vear into a report to the Attorney CGeneral, which shall be

submtted to the Attorney General no later than WNMarch 1 of

the following calendar vyear. The Attorney General shal

deternine the format that all | aw enforcenent agenci es shal

use to subnit the report.

(d) The Attorney GCeneral shal | anal yze the annual

reports of |aw enforcenent agencies required by this Section

and subnmit a report of the findings to the Governor, the

CGeneral Assenbly, and each | aw enforcenent agency no |ater

than June 1 of each vyear.

(e) The report of the Attorney CGeneral shall include at

|l east the following information for each |aw enforcenent
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agency.

(1) The total nunber of vehicles stopped by peace

officers during the previous cal endar year;

(2) The nunber and percentage of stopped nptor

vehicles that were driven by nenbers of each particul ar

mnority group

(3) A conparison of the percentage of stopped notor

vehicles driven by each minority group and the percentage

of the State's population that each mnmnority qgroup

conpri ses; and

(4) A conpilation of the infornation reported by

law enforcenent agencies under subsection (b) of this

Secti on.

(f) Each | aw enforcenent agency shall adopt a policy on

race-based traffic stops that:

(1) Prohibits the practice of routinely stopping

menbers of minority groups for violations of vehicle | aws

as a pretext for investigating other violations of

crimnal |aw

(2) Provides for periodic reviews by the | aw

enforcenent agency of the annual report of the Attorney

CGCeneral required by subsection (d) of this Section that:

(A Detern ne whether any peace officers of

t he law enforcenent agency have a pattern of

stoppi ng nenbers of mnority groups for violations

of wvehicle laws in a nunber disproportionate to the

popul ation of mnority groups residing or traveling

within the jurisdiction of the I|aw enforcenent

agency: and

(B) If the reviewreveals a pattern, require

an investigation to determne whether any peace

officers of the |aw enforcenent agency routinely

stop nenbers of mnority groups for violations of

vehicle laws as a pretext for investigating other
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violations of crimnal |aw

(3) Provides f or appropri ate counsel i ng and

training of any peace officer found to have engaged in

race-based traffic stops wthin 90 days of the review

and

(4) Provides for annual sensitivity training for

any enployees who nmy conduct stops of notor vehicles

regarding the prohibition against racial profiling. The

course or courses of instruction and the quidelines shal

stress understanding and respect for racial and cul tural

di f ferences and t he devel opnent of effective,

nonconbative nethods of <carrying out | aw enforcement

duties in aracially and culturally diverse environnent.

(g) If alaw enforcenent agency fails to conply with the

provisions of this Section, the Covernor nmay direct the

Comptroller and the State Treasurer to withhold any State

funds appropriated to the nonconpliant |aw enf or cenent

agency.
