Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 3. The Radiation Protection Act of 1990 is
anended by changing Section 3 and by adding Section 49 as

foll ows:

(420 ILCS 40/3) (fromCh. 111 1/2, par. 210-3)

(Section schedul ed to be repeal ed on January 1, 2011)

Sec. 3. Purpose. It is the purpose of this Act to
effectuate the policies set forth in Section 2 by providing
for:

(1) a program of effective regulation of radiation
sources for the protection of human health, welfare and
saf ety;

(2) a programto pronote an orderly regulatory pattern
within the State, anong the States and between the Federal
Government and the State and facilitate intergovernnenta
cooperation wth respect to use and regul ation of sources of
ionizing radiation to the end that duplication of regulation
may be m nim zed;

(3) a programto establish procedures for assunption and
per f or mance of certain regulatory responsibilities wth
respect to by-product, source and special nuclear nmaterials;
and

(4) a program to permt maxinmumutilization of sources
of itonizing radiation consistent wwth the health and safety
of the public; and-

(5) a cost-effective renediation that is protective of

the public health of the sites designated as the Otawa

radiation sites on the National Priorities List under the

f ederal Comprehensive Environnental Response, Conpensati on
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and Liability Act of 1980, as amended.

Renediation of Otawa radiation sites. | n

order to accomplish a <cost-effective renediation that is

protective of the public health, the Departnent shall have

the followi ng powers regarding the sites designated as the

Otawa radiation sites on the National Priorities List under

t he f eder al Conpr ehensi ve Envi r onnent al Response,

Conmpensation and Liability Act of 1980, as anended:

(1) to cooperate with and receive the assi stance of

other State agencies including, but not limted to, the

Illinois Attorney GCeneral, the Department of Natural

Resources, the Departnment of Transportation, and the

Envi ronnental Protection Agency:

(2) to enter into contracts; and

(3) to accept by gift, donation, or bequest and to

purchase any interests in | ands, buildings, grounds, and

rights-of-way in, around, or adjacent to the Otawa

radi ation sites and, upon conpletion of renediation, to

transfer property to the Departnent of Natural Resources.

Section 5. The Radon Industry Licensing Act is anmended

by changi ng Sections 20 and 35 as foll ows:

Sec. 20. General powers.

(a) The Departnent may undertake projects to determne
whether and to what extent radon and radon progeny are
present in dwellings and other buildings, to determne to
what extent their presence constitutes a risk to public
health, and to determ ne what neasures are effective in

reduci ng and preventing the risk to public health.
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(b) In addition to other powers granted under this Act,
Department is authorized to:

(1) Establish a program for neasuring radon or
radon progeny in dwellings and other buil dings.

(2) Conduct surveys and studies in cooperation with
t he Departnent of Natural Resources and the Departnent of
Publ i c Heal t h to det erm ne the distribution and
concentration of radon or radon progeny in dwellings and
other buildings and the associated health risk and to
eval uate nmeasures that may be used to mtigate a present
or potential health risk.

(3) Enter into dwellings and other buildings with
the consent of the owner or occupant to engage in
monitoring activities or to conduct renedial action
studi es or prograns.

(4) Enter into contracts for projects undertaken
pursuant to subsection (a).

(5 Enter into agreenents with other departnents,
agenci es, and subdivisions of the federal governnent, the
State, and wunits of |ocal governnment to inplenent this
Act .

(6) Establish training and educational prograns.

(7) Apply for, accept, and wuse grants or other
financi al assistance and accept and use gifts of noney or
property to inplenment this Act.

(8) Provide technical assistance to persons and to
ot her State depart nents, agenci es, political
subdi visions, wunits of |local governnent, and school
districts.

(9) Prescribe forns for application for licensure.

(10) Establish t he m nimum qualifications for
licensure, including requirenents for exam nations or
performance testing, and issue licenses to persons found

to be qualified.
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(10.5) Investigate any unlicensed activity.

(11) Conduct hearings or proceedings to revoke,

suspend, or refuse to issue or renew a |license, or assess

civil penalties.

(12) Adopt rul es for the admnistration and
enforcenment of this Act.

(13) Establish by rule t he application and
i nspection fees for the |icensing program

Sec. 35. Penalties.

(a) A person required to be |licensed under Section 25 of

this Act who sells a device or perforns a service w thout

bei ng properly licensed under this Act shall, in addition to

any other penalty provided by law, pay a civil penalty to the

Departnment in an amount not to exceed $5,000, for each

offense, as deternined by the Departnent. Any person

assessed a civil penalty under this Section shall be afforded

an opportunity for hearing in accordance with Departnent

requl ations prior to final action by the Departnent. The

civil penalty nust be paid within 30 days after the order

becones a final and binding adninistrative determ nation.

(b) A person who violates a provision of this Act shal
be guilty of a business offense and shall be fined not |ess
t han $500 nor nore than $1,000 for the first offense and
shall be quilty of a Cass A m sdeneanor for a subsequent
of fense. Each day that a violation continues constitutes a
separate offense. A licensed radon contractor found guilty
of a violation of a provision of this Act shall automatically
have his or her license term nated by the Departnent.
