Section 5. The Illinois Vehicle Code is anmended by

Sec. 15-101. Scope and effect of Chapter 15. (a) It is
unlawful for any person to drive or nove on, upon Or across
or for the owner to cause or knowingly permt to be driven or
moved on, upon or across any highway any vehicle or vehicles
of a size and weight exceeding the limtations stated in this
Chapter or otherwise in violation of this Chapter, and the
maxi mum si ze and wei ght of vehicles herein specified shall be
| awf ul throughout this State, and local authorities shal
have no power or authority to alter such limtations except
as express authority may be granted in this Chapter.

(b) The provisions of this Chapter governing size,
wei ght and | oad do not apply to fire apparatus or equi pnent
for snow and ice renoval operations owned or operated by any
governnmental body, or to inplenents of husbandry tenporarily
operated or towed in a conbination upon a highway provided
such conbi nati on does not consist of nore than 3 vehicles or,
in the case of hauling fresh, perishable fruits or vegetabl es
fromfarmto the point of first processing, not nore than 3
wagons being towed by an inplenent of husbandry, or to a
vehi cl e operated under the terns of a special permt issued
her eunder .

(c) The provisions of this Chapter limts the authority

of hone rule units to adopt truck requl ati ons or assess fines

relative to size, weight, and load limtations that are not

i denti cal in substance with the provisions of this Chapter,
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except as express authority may be granted in this Chapter.

This Section is a limtation under subsection (i) of Section

6 of Article VI of the I1lllinois Constitution on the

concurrent exercise by hone rule units of powers and

functions exercised by the State.
