"Physi cian" neans a person licensed to practice nedicine
in all its branches under the Medical Practice Act of 1987.

Sec. 30. Violation; defenses; civil penalty.

(a) Any person who dispenses, offers to dispense, or
attenpts to dispense contact lenses in violation of this Act
or its rules shall, in addition to any other penalty provided
by law, pay a civil penalty to the Departnment in an anount
not to exceed $5,000 for each offense as determned by the
Departnent. The civil penalty nay shal}l be assessed by the

Departnent after a hearing is held in accordance wth the

provisions set forth in the Illinois Adm nistrative Procedure
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(a-5) A licensee shall have a conplete defense to a

charge of violation of this Act or the lllinois Optonetric

Practice Act, if he or she can denpnstrate that the |licensee

made a qgood faith attenpt to conply with the provisions of

this Act. A licensee shall be presuned to have exerci sed

good faith if the licensee requests verification of a

patient's prescription and shows that the verification

request was confirnmed or not responded to by the eye care

pr of essi onal who i ssued the prescription.

(b) The Departnent may investigate all violations of
this Act.

(c) The civil penalty shall be paid within 60 days after
the effective date of the order inposing the civil penalty.
The order constitutes a judgnent and my be filed and
execution had thereon in the same manner as any judgnent from
any court of record.
