Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Election Code is anended by adding

Section 29-14.5 as foll ows:

(10 ILCS 5/29-14.5 new)
Sec. 29-14.5. Push-pol |i nq.

(a) Any person engaging in push-polling nust (i) inform

the person contacted that the call is being nade on behal f

of , in support of, or in opposition to a particul ar

candidate, (ii) identify that candidate by nane, and (iii)

provi de the tel ephone nunber of the place from which the

push-polling i s conduct ed.

(b) A person who violates this Sectionis gquilty of a

Cl ass A ni sdeneanor.

(c) For the purposes of this Section, "push-polling"

means (i) calling voters on behalf of, in support of, or in

opposition to any candidate for public office; (ii) asking

questions relating to opposing candidates for that public

office that state, inply, or convey information about the

opposi ng candi dat es' character, status, or political stance

or record; and (iii) conducting the call in a manner that is

likely to be construed by the person receiving the call to be

a survey or poll to gather statistical data for entities or

organi zations that are acting i ndependently of any political

party, candidate, or interest group.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect on

January 1, 2002.
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
