Any person who renoves, alters, defaces, covers
or destroys the manufacturers' serial nunber or any other
manuf act urers' nunber or distinguishing identification mark
upon any machine or other article of nerchandi se, other than
a notor vehicle as defined in Section 1-146 of the 1Illinois

Vehicle Code or a firearmas defined in Section 1.1 of the

Firearm Owmers ldentification Card Act, for the purpose of

concealing or destroying the identity of such machine or
other article of nerchandise is shall-be guilty of a Class B
m sdeneanor .
