Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Street Light District Act is anended by

changing Section 5 as foll ows:

(70 I1LCS 3305/5) (from Ch. 121, par. 359)

Sec. 5. Trustees:; powers and duties. The trustees shall

exercise all of the powers and control all the affairs and
property of such district. The board of trustees, inmmediately
after their appointment and at their first nmeeting in May of
each year thereafter, shall elect one of their nunber as
president and one of their nunber as secretary. The board
shal | prescribe the duties and fix the conpensation of all of
the officers and enpl oyees of the street lighting district.:
Provided--that A nenber of the board of trustees, however,

shall in no case receive a sumto exceed $300.00 per annum_

except that trustees whose terns beqgin on or after the first

Monday in May, 2002 shall in no case receive a sumto exceed

$1, 000 per _annum The board of trustees shall have full power

to pass all necessary ordinances, rules and regul ations for
t he proper managenent and conduct of the business of the
street lighting district for carrying into effect the objects
for which the district was forned.
